2. 2 credits in AP courses and corresponding AP exams,
3. 2 credits in IB standard level courses and corresponding IB exams.
D. Earn acomposite score of 1250 or higher on the SAT with a minimum
score of 560 on the math and 590 on evidence based reading and writing
